The disc golf course, also
known as the Pirates Cove, on
the PJGMilton Campus has
provided great exercise to
families, campus students/staff,
disc golf enthusiasts, fitheseek-
ers, and nature lovers from all
walks of life for the past 3 years.
The sport is also environmen-
tally friendly with several im-
provements being made to the
course to include the addition
of native shrubs and trees,
landscape ornamentals, the
removal of hurricane damaged
pines and laurel oaks, and the
incorporation of erosion con-
trol logs. The nature facts high-
lighting each hole have provided the
public with educational snippets
about local flora and fauna. The-UF
Milton Student Club has been ex-
tremely generous with support for
the Pirates Cove and last year pro-
vided funds for the new Bole

course, the Gator Links.

The Club provided support
for land clearing, a disc golf
hole adjacent to the seepage
slope and pitcher plant bog,
and plans to fund lumber for
an observation deck overlook-

ing the naturally pristine area.
Nature fact signs, benches,
and rain shelters will be in-
stalled in summer 2007. The
future of the NLA Disc Golf
Complex looks promising with
11 baskets now being spon-
sored. It is projected that the
entire course will be up and
running by fall 2007. The UF
